(2) “Native Taiwanese people” is used to indicate natural persons who meet the following criteria: (1) being born of a mother and/or father who, as of Oct. 25, 1945, was/were considered native to the areas of Formosa and the Pescadores, including their descendants up to the present, and (2) currently having Household Registration in the areas of Formosa and the Pescadores.

(3) “DOS” means US Department of State.  “AIT” means American Institute in Taiwan. “TRA” means Taiwan Relations Act.  
(4) “Sovereign nation” means any “nation” which is included in the listing of states on DOS’s website of “Independent States in the World.”   SEE INTERNET REFERENCE #1       
(5) “Non-sovereign nation” means any “nation” which is not included in the above listing of states on DOS’s website.

(6) “PRC” means People’s Republic of China.  “ROC” means Republic of China.
(7) The terms (a) “ROC nationality” and “ROC citizenship”, as well as (b) “ROC national” and “ROC citizen,” are used interchangeably.  (Under US law, the holders of ROC passports which do not show that the bearer has a Taiwan national identification number are already considered stateless for US visa issuing purposes.)
